Exit from Wimbledon Station (main exit – not the shopping 
centre side), cross the road and walk along Wimbledon Hill 
Road. Turn left into St George’s Road (at Starbucks). Walk 
along St George’s Road and the venue is located on the 
left side of the road.  It is the last building before the bend 
(passed St George’s House).  The building has a yellow 
sign “Tuition House” and it is five-storey high.
